New Brighton Rifleman Killed 
 
News has been received of the death in action, in June, of Rifleman Jeffrey A. 
Wood, of the Liverpools, at the age of 21. He was the youngest son of Major A.C. 
Wood, “Shirley,” Warren Drive, New Brighton. His brother, 2nd. Lieutenant Leslie 
W. Wood, was killed in action in July, 1916. Both were educated at the Liverpool 
College and Wallasey Grammar School. Letter received from his captain, 
lieutenant, and comrades speak most highly of him, and tell how greatly he will 
be missed, as he was a great favourite with them all.
